· The team reviewed, modified  and approved the minutes of the January 6 & 7th meeting.

· The Guidelines team focused their work on January 21 to making further modifications (section 7 through section 9.2) to the draft guidelines.  A copy of the revised guidelines, dated 1/21/98, is attached.   

ACTION ITEMS:

· Bell Atlantic will have their LERG SMEs talk with Ed Rodregues at Bellcore  to determine what RDBS & BRIDS inputs will be needed on assignment of 1,000 blocks.  Most likely no BRIDS input; however, perhaps potential RDBS input (OCN, LRN, Switch ID, etc.). Other Service Providers who have LERG subject matter experts or who participate on CIGR or NIIRC teams are asked to also investigate.

· Bell Atlantic will investigate e to see if the tandem record is required on thousand block LERG record.

· Service Providers should obtain legal review on whether pooling participants need to sign something in order for Pooling Administrator to act on behalf of service providers when obtaining NXX codes or whether statement in guidelines is enough.  Additionally, Bell Atlantic is reviewing this from the Neutral Code Administrator perspective.

· Architecture committee needs to reach consensus on when NPAC record is updated for initial donation of contaminated blocks in a Port-On-Demand architecture, i.e.,  when block(s) is initially donated to the pool or when block(s) is subsequently assigned by Pooling Administrator.

· Service Providers need to define certain “technical requirements” for clarification of item 7.15.

· Service providers need to review timeframes associated with submission of forecasts to see if they agree.  Section 8.2.2 currently states, “All service providers will submit a forecast, on a quarterly basis, by rate area to the Pooling Administrator.  The forecast will be for a rolling 1 year period submitted using a quarterly view  format determined by the Pooling Administrator.” 

· Service providers need to determine length of time it will take to return a block (either vacant or contaminated) to the pool where: 1) you are the Code Holder,  and 2) someone else is Code Holder. (see section 8)  

ISSUES:

· Issue regarding who will modify LERG record (Block Holder or Code Holder). 

· Who is to perform LERG input at 1,000 block level (i.e. pool administrator or who?)

· Who will be billed for LERG inputs?

· Opening NXX for LRN purposes and/or tracking LRNs by Pooling Administrator.

· If a Service Provider denies acceptance of  a block, but the pool does not need replenishment, what does the Pooling Administrator do (i.e., request new NXX code or what)?    Needs PSC guidance and also INC  input.  Note: INC to meet on 2/18.  
UPDATE SINCE MEETING:  Beth, Rochelle and Pat will be meeting separately on Wednesday, January 28 (instead of the 27th) to wordsmith sections 7, 8 & 9.  Therefore, the draft of edits from this meeting will be sent late day on 1/28 or early on the 29th.
